The Presidency of Jefferson Davis

Presented by Herman Hattaway


 Jefferson Davis' performance as President of the Confederate States of America has evoked endless controversy on the pages of history.  Even during Davis' tenure in that office, Richmond journalist Edward A. Pollard attacked him for demonstrating poor leadership and faulty judgment, and recent biographers like Clement Eaton, William C. Davis, and William J. Cooper have had to analyze judiciously the man's shortcomings along with his strengths. At our opening meeting of the 2002-2003 campaign, Dr. Herman Hattaway will examine Davis' effectiveness as the Confederacy's only Chief Executive, drawing upon his recently published book on the Davis presidency which he co-authored with Richard Beringer.  While reconsidering the weaknesses and strengths that Davis brought to his post, Professor Hattaway will focus on some comparisons between the leadership of Abraham Lincoln and that of Davis.  One question he will raise is whether Lincoln might have done a better job had he, not Davis, been at the head of the Confederacy.  Clearly, the controversies swirling around the presidency of Jefferson Davis continue, and Dr. Hattaway will probably stir them even more.

About the Speaker:  Herman Hattaway has had an illustrious career as a historian of the Civil War.  He has taught at the University of Missouri at Kansas City for over thirty years, during which time he has written some of the field's most renowned works.  His first book, a biography of General Stephen D. Lee, received the coveted Jefferson Davis Award from the Museum of the Confederacy.  He co-authored How the North Won, for which he and his collaborators received the Bell I. Wiley Prize of the National Historical Society, and the pathbreaking Why the South Lost the Civil War, which earned him a second Jefferson Davis Award.  His Shades of Blue and Gray is considered by many to be one of the best military analyses of the Civil War, and in 2001 he collaborated with photographer A.J. Meek in writing From Gettysburg to Vicksburg: the First Five Civil War Battlefield Parks. Be sure and invite a friend to hear our speaker.

USS Monitor Turret Raised


The coral-encrusted gun turret of the Civil War ironclad USS Monitor was raised the first of August from the floor of the Atlantic, nearly 140 years after the historic warship sank during a storm.

As salvage crews cheered, the 120-ton turret was pulled out of the depths by a huge crane on a 300-foot barge.  A Civil War-era American flag fluttered from the salvage apparatus and silt-colored water poured out of the turret into the whitecapped  sea before the wreckage was swung aboard the barge.


The turret was pocked with seven dents from cannonball fire, most of which came from the Confederate vessel CSS Virginia during an infamous battle in l862.  The Monitor's revolving cylindrical turret was an innovation:  It allowed the crew to maneuver the ship out of harm's way while maintaining accurate fire simply by adjusting the turret.  The Virginia had to be steered into position for its guns to take accurate aim.


Divers removed most of a human skeleton found inside the turret.  The remains are believed to be those of one of the l6 sailors who died when the ship sank in a storm on December 31, l862, and landed upside down in 240 feet of water.  The lower part of the skeleton is pinned beneath one of the two huge cannons inside the turret.  The remains will be analyzed, then buried with military honors.












The turret will be taken to a museum in Newport News, Va., to be preserved and displayed along with hundreds of other Monitor artifacts. The entire vessel is too fragile to be raised.
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Civil War Flag to be Restored


Thanks to donations from history buffs throughout the country, a rare Civil War flag will be restored and displayed at the Bedford, IN City/County Museum next spring. In March, Ellen Wandrei, the museum's director, made a plea for help in raising $7,250 to restore the
fragile company flag of the Southside Dragoons.  The Dragoons were a volunteer cavalry unit from the Davis Mill area of Bedford County that in l861 fought for the south in the Civil War.


The flag was cut from a woman's skirt and hand painted.  A large portrait of George Washington adorned one side, the Virginia state seal on the other with the slogan "State Rights" below, and the state motto, "Sic Semper Tyrannis," above. The Dragoons carried the blue silk into battle at Bull Run, Sharpsburg, Dranesville and elsewhere, but in July 1863 Union soldiers captured it as the Dragoons retreated from Gettysburg.  It took more than 50 years for the flag to return home.


Now the tattered banner is succumbing to the effects of time.  The banner has faded and dried out and many of the silk fibers have broken down.  After a story about Wandrei's fund-raising efforts ran in the Roanoke Times and other newspapers throughout the country, money started pouring in from Civil War and history enthusiasts.  Other donations came from Wal-Mart, local chapters of the United Daughters of the Confederacy, and the Sons of Confederate Veterans.  The museum received about $8,200 which will be used for the restoration and an exhibit case for the flag.

 About the Gettysburg National Park Service Adopt-A-Position (AAP) Program

The AAP engages volunteers to help maintain the historic setting of the battlefield by providing reasonable amounts of field maintenance activities which would otherwise not be performed due to budget and staffing restraints. Volunteers donate time and muscle in preserving a regimental position, usually including a monument. Typically, the volunteer organizations spend a half-day (e.g. 9-1) performing the maintenance and spend the rest of the day touring the battlefield.

The Gettysburg 27th Indiana Preservation Activity Scope of Work

The AAP Coordinator lists the following as the work to be performed  –

     Clear brush from the drainage ditches and pile by road for NPS to pick up.  

     Rake leaves from turf area and scatter in woods. 

     Remove downed limbs. 

     Collect litter around adopted area. 

     Inspect monument for vandalism.

A volunteer will be part of an ICWRT team that would provide one day of work (about 9am – 1pm) on October 5, 2002.

There are no fees involved. Volunteers are responsible for their own transportation, accommodations, and tools.
