He has served the Sons of Union Veterans of the Civil War as both Camp Commander and Indiana Department Commander. He also belongs to the Sons of the American Revolution, the Military Order of the Loyal Legion of the United States, and the Madison County Historical Society, in which he has served as President. A lifetime resident of Anderson, Steve is retired from the General Motors Corporation.

Civil War Movie to Get Richmond Premier

 The movie "Gods and Generals," which tells the story of Stonewall Jackson and was filmed in Virginia, will premiere in Richmond on Feb. 18. The premiere will be part of a benefit event - called "An Evening of Historic Proportions" for various Civil War preservation foundations and centers.  Tickets start at $100.  The movie is scheduled to open nationally on Feb. 21 and is rated PG-13.

The movie stars Robert Duvall as Robert E. Lee and Stephen Lang as Jackson, and also features cameo appearances by Sen. George Allen and other U.S. Senators.
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Silent Auction


Our silent auction at the December meeting was a success, so it has been decided to try another auction at our January meeting with a little different procedure.  We will display two books at the January meeting and conduct the auction at the February meeting. A paper will be provided beside each book for the bidder's name and bid amount.  Each person will be able to see the other bidder's name and their bid amount.  When the meeting begins at 7:30, the bidding will cease and the books will be sold to the highest bidders. The first book that will be up for auction is: "They Who Fought Here" with text by the incomparable Bell Irvin Wiley and illustrated by Hirst B. Milhollen.  It has 273 pages, l74 illustrations and is 8 1/2 x 11 in size.  It is a first edition and was published in l959.  The second book is: "The American Spirit". It is 12 1/2 x 12 with 223 paintings by the famous artist Mort Kunstler and 235 pages of text by the well-known historian, Henry Steele Commager.  Although Mort Kunstler is known for his realistic Civil War paintings, this book covers a period from the founding of America to the space age.  The Civil War portion covers 17 pages with 17 paintings.

Confederate's Remains Returned to Home Soil


New England's last known Confederate prisoner of the Civil War, Lt. Edward J. Johnston, was brought to lie with his wife as he wanted, 139 years after he died at Fort Warren prison on George's Island in Boston Harbor in late June 1863.  His body has buried and disinterred 4 times.


Edward Johnston was born in Dublin, Ireland and came to the US when he was about 3, but his date of birth is not known. When he was about 14 he went to sea and became an engineer.  He returned to Ireland when he was about 17 and stayed for a couple of years, then returned here and married.  He was about 39 when he died and according to the l860 census he had four children. He lived in Jacksonville, FL when the Civil War broke out and he joined the navy.




Lt.Johnston was first assistant engineer on the CSS Atlanta when it was captured by the Union. Its officers arrived at Fort Warren in late June l863 and Lt. Johnston died there on October 13, 1863.  He was buried on the island. Prisoners and guards paid for his granite grave marker which has followed him through the reburials.  When the fort closed, Johnston was reburied on Governor's Island and Deer Island, which both closed, before finally being buried in Ayer at the Fort Devens Army cemetery in l939. In the l930's, when Johnston's wife was still living, a grandchild found and visited the grave. The family wanted to rebury him in Florida, but the cost of moving the steel box that held his remains and the l200 pound gravestone was too costly for the family.


About nine years ago, Dana Chapman of Morrow, GA heard about Johnston from friends who took part in a Civil War living history program at Fort Warren. Chapman, a member of the Georgia Civil War Commission tried to find the grave, believing Johnston was a Georgia native.  His grave was located after word spread to other organizations and through the internet.  Chapman said the nine-plus year effort to bring Johnston home involved a number of individuals and organizations, including the Sons of Confederate war Chapters in Georgia, Florida, and New England.


On October 11 of this year the body of Lt. Johnston was exhumed at Fort Devens, placed in a coffin, and on October 12 a military ceremony was held to send Johnston's remains on their way to his final resting-place on Amelia Island near Jacksonville, FL.  Along the way, state police escorted the hearse and accompanying vehicles down Rt. 95 to Florida. 

On October 26, the ceremony began when the remains were placed in a replica of a Confederate Navy boat and brought to Tiger Point. There was a solemn procession, complete with bagpipes in honor of his Scottish heritage, and horses to Bosque Bello Cemetery for the formal ceremony, which included music by the Third Florida Regimental Band and a 21-cannon and

 musket salute and the presenting of flags to Johnston's family. The 1,200 pound grave marker that had traveled with him was put in place for the very last time.
