Indiana State Soldiers and Sailors Monument

Presented by William Selm

    
The Indiana Soldiers and Sailors Monument is the largest Civil War monument in the country outside Washington DC.  It is without doubt the most important monument in Indianapolis and often stands a symbol for the city itself.  It occupies the center of the city, on the circle that the Governor's Residence was originally to occupy. The Soldiers and Sailors Monument was constructed between 1889 and 1901, the result of years of lobbying and agitation by those who did not want to ignore "Indiana's Silent Victors". The work of a German architect, it more than fulfilled the expectations of the planners in expressing American and Indiana ideals. William Selm’s visual presentation will explore the history of the Monument and the many facets of its symbols, meaning, and change over time. 

About the speaker:  William L. Selm is a free-lance architectural historian, part-time IUPUI instructor, and hotel doorman. Growing up in historic Franklin County, IN, he and Gen. Lew Wallace share the same home town; Brookville. After taking a BA in History at Indiana State University, and an MA in Historic Preservation Studies at Boston University, Selm returned to his native state in 1983 to work as historian for the Indianapolis Historic Preservation Commission. There he steeped himself in the history of the city and its architecture. He prepared National Register nominations, preservation plans, and staff comments, provided technical assistance to the public, and continues with public speaking on the subject.  Mr. Selm is a co-founder of the Indiana German Heritage Society and sees the Soldiers and Sailors Monument as a focal point for his interest in Indianapolis, its architecture and German American history.
