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On The Road Again With The

18th Indiana Volunteer Infantry Regiment

Presented by Lloyd Hunter

The Eighteenth Indiana Volunteer Infantry Regiment has been generally overlooked by historians.  The immediate Past President of the Indiana Civil War Round Table, Lloyd Hunter, hopes to rectify that oversight by lifting that Hoosier unit out of the shadows history has cast upon it by guiding us through its rather illustrious Civil War experience.  Lloyd is currently editing the Civil War diary of William Taylor Stott, a native of Vernon in Jennings County, who rose from private to captain in Company I of the 18th from 1861 to 1864.  Stott, who later served as the longest-term president of Franklin College (1877 – 1905), enlisted shortly after his 1861 graduation from that institution.  He served in the regiment in all three theaters of the war, first with the Army of the Southwest under Samuel Curtis in Missouri and Arkansas, culminating in the bloody Battle of Pea Ridge.  The regiment then joined the Thirteenth Army Corps for the Vicksburg Campaign, including combat at Port Gibson, Champion Hill, and the assaults and siege of Vicksburg itself.  After campaigns along Bayou Teche in Louisiana and on the islands off the Gulf Coast of Texas, the regiment transferred to the Nineteenth Corps and fought under Sheridan in the Shenandoah Campaign of 1864.  During his sabbatical last fall, Lloyd traveled the routes of the 18th in pursuing research for the Stott Diary, and he will share images and reflections on those efforts with our Round Table.

About the Presenter:  Lloyd A. Hunter is the Roger D. Branigin Professor of History and Director of American Studies at Franklin College, where he has taught for twenty-six years.  He did his Masters work with Herman Hattaway at the University of Missouri at Kansas City and earned a Ph.D. in American Studies at St. Louis University.  The author of over thirty-five book reviews and numerous articles in scholarly journals and books, Lloyd most recently contributed to Gary W. Gallagher and Alan T. Nolan, eds., The Myth of the Lost Cause and Civil War History (IU Press, 2000) and Herman Hattaway, Reflections of a Civil War Historian (University of Missouri Press, 2004).  In 2003, he was named Indiana Professor of the Year by the Carnegie Foundation for the Advancement of Teaching and the Council for Advancement and Support of Education (CASE).  His forthcoming publication will be entitled, For Duty and Destiny: The Civil War Diary of William Taylor Stott – Soldier, Scholar, Educator.

John Hunt Morgan in Kentucky Trail Opens Memorial Day 

     The John Hunt Morgan Trail in Kentucky will open on Memorial Day. Follow General Morgan’s raids through Kentucky. “Ride the roads he rode, stand at the forts that were built to stop him, visit the homes and the final resting places of those who rode with him and after him. Come see Civil War history and the most beautiful part of Kentucky,” The trail is designed to highlight three of Morgan’s raids in Kentucky: the summer 1862 raid, known as the First Kentucky Raid; the winter 1862-63 raid, known as the Christmas raid; and the summer 1863 raid, the Great Raid. The trail not only highlights Morgan’s offensive action but the defensive measures of the Union army and the loyal people of Kentucky to defend the state against his raids.  Brent says the John Hunt Morgan in Kentucky Trail will bring to life the people and places that played an important role in Morgan’s raids. They include Col. Frank Lane Wolford and Gen. Edward H. Hobson, who helped captured Morgan at Buffington Island in Ohio, who were from Columbia and Greensburg respectively. And the forts Glasgow, Shepherdsville and Bowling Green that were built to protect the L&N Railroad from Morgan’s raids.

July 19 – Frankfort – The War in the Capitol City – Opening ceremony with artillery salutes; living history visits to a garrison encampment and an l864 inn; tours of Fort Hill Park with two earthwork forts and a Morgan’s Last Raid skirmish site; Old State Capitol; Kentucky Military History Museum; evening Civil War concert in historic downtown by Saxton’s Cornet Band. July 20 – Camp Nelson – Hands-on Archaeology – Camp Nelson is the site of an important Union Army supply depot.  An enlistment and training center for the Army of Ohio, it was a hospital and refugee camp for the families of enlisted African-American soldiers.  The park includes five miles of interpretive trails, an interpretive center and a house museum, all in a pristine rural setting.


July 21 – Richmond – Complete Confederate Victory – Presentation on Battle or Richmond, Kentucky, by a noted authority on the details of this extraordinary fight; living history interaction with Union and Confederate soldiers; visit to an l860’s wayside tavern; tours of Richmond battlefield all the way from Big Hill to the Richmond Cemetery; 19th century music program by the Allendale Melodians.


July 22 – Camp Wildcat – The War in Kentucky Begins – See where the Union held the Wilderness Road and prevented an invasion of the Bluegrass region.  See the Confederate campsite, traces of the Wilderness Road, original trenches, and hospital rock.  Enjoy a hayride tour, historical speaker, and living history camp with a chaplain, ladies’ tea and cannon demonstration.  Call 800-348-0095 for area lodging and meals.


July 23 – Mill Springs- The Fog of War – Free battlefield tours all day.  Also, “The Confederate Perspective” special excursion will go from Mill Springs to Logan’s Crossroads. 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Dedication of the 28th Regiment, U.S. Colored Troops

On Saturday, July 31, 2004, a special ceremony to place a Historical Marker dedicated to the 28th Regiment, U.S. Colored Troops will be held in Indianapolis.  The ceremony will recognize the achievements of the brave African-Americans who fought in the Civil War and was the only USCT from the State of Indiana. The dedication will begin at 10:00 a.m. but the exact location has not been finalized. We will forward that information as soon as it becomes available or you may contact me at the address/phone listed below.

The 28th Regiment, U.S.C.T. was organized in Indianapolis December 24, 1863 through March 31, 1864

and was the only African-American regiment organized in Indiana.  Its initial training took place at Camp Fremont located near Fountain Square in Indianapolis. On April 24, 1864, the 28th Regiment was sent to 

Washington, DC and then to Alexandria, Virginia for further training.  The 28th Regiment participated in its first combat near White House, Virginia, on June 21, 1864. Then the regiment accompanied General Sheridan’s Cavalry through the Chickahominy swamps to Prince George Courthouse suffering “severe losses from frequent skirmishes with the enemy”. The 28th Regiment served valiantly in the Battle of the Crater at Petersburg, Virginia on July 30, 1864 when nearly half of the men were killed or wounded.  The 28th returned to Indianapolis January 6, 1866 to a reception in its honor; officers and men were discharged on January 9.

The establishment of the 28th Regiment U.S.C.T. Historical Marker was sponsored by the Historical Landmarks Foundation of Indiana, the African American Landmarks Committee, the Fletcher Place Neighborhood Association, and the Indiana War Memorials Commission.  R.W. Sweeney, Executive 

Director of the Commission wrote in support of the Marker “that it is appropriate . . . we begin the 

process of greater recognition for Indiana’s African American soldiers.  Camp Morton . . . the one 

dedicated for the use of the white soldiers has already been recognized with its own signs and markers.  Recognition of Camp Fremont, the 28th U.S.C.T. and those African Americans from Indiana who fought in other regiments is long overdue”.

The history of African Americans, especially their role in the Civil War has long been omitted; therefore,

it is vitally important that their accomplishments be recognized.  Your presence at the ceremony will 

enhance the occasion and bring awareness to its importance. We look forward to hearing a positive 

response from you.
