The Indianapolis Civil War Round Table is delighted to welcome leading Lincoln and Civil War Era scholar Mark Neely to our May meeting.  Professor Neely’s authoritative work on Abraham Lincoln and his presidency—in particular his study on the impact of Lincoln’s policies and executive actions on civil liberties—has been widely praised for its extensive use of original source material and balanced approach to often controversial subject matter.  In his presentation to the Round Table, Professor Neely will test Lincoln's ideas about nationalism by examining three spectacular events from the Civil War:  Price’s Raid, the attempt to end martial law in Missouri, and the “near revolt of the Illinois line.” 

About Our Speaker:  Mark E. Neely, Jr. is currently the McCabe-Greer Professor of the History of the Civil War Era at Pennsylvania State University.  His book, The Fate of Liberty:  Abraham Lincoln and Civil Liberties (Oxford Univ. Press 1991) won the Pulitzer Prize for History.   He is also the author of The Last Best Hope of Earth: Abraham Lincoln and the Promise of America (Harvard Univ. Press 1995) and Southern Rights: Political Prisoners and the Myth of Confederate Constitutionalism (Univ. Press of Virginia 1999).  Professor Neely’s most recent book, The Union Divided: Party Conflict in the Civil War North (Harvard Univ. Press 2002), was recently published in paperback.   Mr. Neely has also served as Director of the Lincoln Museum in Fort Wayne, Indiana.

Tour Updates
Large Turn-out for April’s “Generals Tour” at Crown Hill
On Sunday, April 17th, Nikki Schofield conducted a “Civil War Generals Tours” at Crown Hill Cemetery—the first of two such tours she has scheduled for this year.  Nikki reports that 75 people participated in the event, including several members of the Round Table.  The two-hour afternoon walking tour, which was fortunate to have ideal weather for the occasion, included stops at the gravesites of 16 of the 17 Civil War generals buried at Crown Hill, the nation’s third largest cemetery.  Nikki gave a brief synopsis of each general’s career and personalized their stories with photographs of her subjects as they appeared during the War.  
Nikki will be conducting the Civil War Generals Tour again on Sunday, October 2, 2005.  Norris Darrall, one of the participants in the April tour, recommends it as well worth attending. 
Seats Still Available for “On To Richmond!” Field Trip
Speaking of Nikki Schofield and tours, our Round Table Tour Guide reports that seats are still available on the bus for the annual ICWRT field trip.  This year’s “On To Richmond!” excursion takes place June 18-24, and includes stops at the recently opened Underground Railroad Museum in Cincinnati; the Stonewall Jackson House and in Lexington, Virginia; and numerous points of interest in and around Richmond including Hollywood Cemetery, the Museum of the Confederacy, the “White House” of the Confederacy, Tredegar Iron Works and several area battle sites such as The Crater at Petersburg National Battlefield Park.   On the return trip, the group will stop in Lexington, Kentucky, to visit the John Hunt Morgan House and Civil War Museum.

At $550 per person (double occupancy), this week-long tour has something of interest for everyone at a very affordable price. 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Living History Update
Johnson County Series Features Uniforms of the Common Soldier

The Johnson County Museum, 135 North Main Street in Franklin, Indiana, is hosting a series of programs on the uniforms and equipment of the common soldier of America from colonial times through the Korean Conflict.  Norris Darrall attended the first program on March 26th, in which reenactors Larry Cooper and Dan Davis portrayed soldiers from the colonial period through the War of 1812.  The program traced the evolution of uniforms and equipment of both militia and Regular forces during that period.  Norris reports that it was an excellent program and recommends it to ICWRT members.  The next program of the series, featuring uniforms of the Mexican War through the Civil War, will be held at the Johnson County Museum on May 22nd from 2 to 4 pm.

Conner Prairie Civil War Day is May 21st

Area reenactors and “living historians” (including a number of ICWRT members) will gather on the grounds of Conner Prairie in Fishers, Indiana, on Saturday, May 21, 2005, for “Conner Prairie Civil War Day.”  The annual event, which is free to all Conner Prairie visitors, takes place between 9:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., and will include demonstrations of camp life and drill, as well as a battle skirmish at 3:00 p.m.
Among the reenactor groups participating in the event will be the Fourth Virginia Infantry Association, which has studied and portrayed Company “I” of that regiment—known as the Liberty Hall Volunteers—for over thirty years (for these pseudo sons of the South, the War never ends…!).  At Conner Prairie, the L.H.V. will be attired in their “early War” uniforms consisting of gray battleshirts and trousers and blue forage caps. The distinctive outfits have been thoroughly researched and meticulously reproduced by the club’s members using woven-to-order fabrics and other custom made materials.  The L.H.V. plan to conduct a recruiting scenario in which civilian onlookers may find themselves “volunteered” and mustered into the ranks for some good-natured instruction in the Manual of Arms.            

Billie Creek Civil War Days to Feature ICWRT Speakers
This year’s Civil War Days at Billie Creek Village, June 10-12, 2005, will feature talks by two ICWRT members.  The annual event at Billie Creek is traditionally considered the largest Civil War encampment and reenactment in Indiana.  The event is held on the grounds of the reconstructed late-19th century Village, which is on U.S. Route 36 just east of Rockville, Indiana.

Norris Darrall will be speaking to visitors on three occasions during the weekend on the subject of the common soldier of the Civil War.  Nikki Schofield will speak at 11:00 a.m. on Saturday, in one of the Village churches.  Battle reenactments will be held in the afternoon on Saturday and Sunday.

Randolph County CWRT Furls Its Flag for the Last Time
We regret to report that the Randolph County Civil War Round Table has disbanded.  After thirty years of active scholarship, camaraderie and service to its community, the RCCWRT held its last meeting on April 17, 2005, according to Phil DeHaven, longtime President of the organization.  In addition to Mr. DeHaven, those in attendance at the final gathering included Al Harris, founder of the RCCWRT, and four other remaining members.  

       
The RCCWRT recently lost two of its charter members, Jim Mock and Bill Ward.  Their passing in part prompted the decision to disband.  “This has been tough,” said DeHaven. “The RCCWRT did good work, had excellent programs, did a great deal of research, provided education about the Civil War, worked for preservation and had a great time doing it.”

Mr. DeHaven reports that the RCCWRT's library, records, information and its cannon will be turned over to the Randolph County Historical Society, as will any remaining general funds of the organization after paying outstanding obligations.  The RCCWRT’s preservation and raffle fund will be gifted to the Perryville Battlefield Preservation Society and the Civil War Preservation Trust.
